TASK:

ITEM 2:

Namunnyo is a lady living in a certain village of Uganda. She has no children but her husband
produces from outside and brings children home so that Namunnyo can look after them.
However, Namunnyo mistreats those children; she beats them every day to the point of death,
locks them inside when she is going for an entertainment and denies them food claiming that she
is not their mother. She does not want to care about those children and sometimes they sleep
without bathing.

(a) Explain the Christian teachings that can help Namunnyo to respect human dignity of
the children presented in the scenario above.

(b) Explain the problems that might happen to the children in the above scenario if
Namunnyo does not stop child abuse.
